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Since 2004, Piotr with his wife Marlena and three children have been running an ecological farm on an area of ​​9 ha. They cultivate apples, strawberries, cherries, field cucumbers and kale. In 2013, they became interested in ecology and the overall impact of nutrition on human health. Since then, they have been faithful to the words of Hippocrates:
"Your food should be medicine and your medicine should be food."
Their goal is to learn to coexist with nature and discover its secrets. Only natural plant protection methods are used on the farm. They make their own slurry, infusions, they also support themselves with useful microorganisms that multiply, colonize the plant and leave no room for pathogens. Thanks to this, the plants are healthy, strong and repay them with wholesome fruit with exceptional taste. Weeding and other maintenance work is done manually. Their products are a guarantee that they are free from pesticides, herbicides and any other harmful substances. 
In 2015, they started applying for the certificate they received in 2018.
In 2019 at the County Harvest Festival in Sieciechów, they received an award in the form of the Order of Merit for Agriculture, for a dynamically developing farm and activities for nature.
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
